My Time in Verdun - 1916

Wednesday August 6th, we leave the trenches of MASSIGES on the north flanks of the “hand”

for which so much blood had been spilled.  We see just debris of conflicts: clothing, equipment, half buried body parts, shelters containing more German (he uses the word “boches”), weapons, gun carriages, etc...  We were on a vast city of death!  Tombs apart, one of them well arranged in a trench.  Then, on the French flank, a very big cemetery containing a tiny fraction of the fallen.

From high points of the hills or of stepped trenchworks, we saw the plain.  To the right the town of Ville-sur-Tourbe
